Survey Summary:

A comprehensive assessment process, gathering election data from voters all over Lebanon, has been active in Lebanon since May 1. In this latest
survey update, we present data drawn from all four of the assessments that have taken place so far. In particular, in this survey we present trend data
regarding the shift in electoral preferences over time. Data was gathered from up to 10,000 survey respondents on: May 1, May 12, May 18, and May
25.
